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Historical note

Wojskowa Stuzba Kobiet (WSK) was an auxiliary squad of the Polish Armia Krajowa (AK), or Home Army,
from1942-1944, led by Division | of the AK Headquarters. Organized since October 1939, it was
formally established in February 1942 under the order of the Commander of the Home Army,
General Stefan Rowecki, pseudonym “Grot” . The chief of the WSK was Lt. Col. Maria Witek,
pseudonym ,,Mira.” The objective of the WSK was to prepare women to work in the
underground movement, mainly in the following areas: health services, telecommunication,
anti-aircraft defense, firefighting, and in the back office. The members of the Women’s Military
Service also ran diversion activities, and participated in intelligence and propaganda. The
graduates of the Women’s Army Service were employed as stretcher-bearers, liaison officers,
messengers and served in guard squads. During the Warsaw Uprising (1944), they also worked
in sanitary service and as couriers. In Lublin District, it was Maria Czyzowa, pseudonyms
»Agnieszka” and ,J6zefa” who was the head of the Women’s Military Service.
